SAFETY HRST

In the interest of safety it is mandatory that dl drivers usng any type kart must have in use the listed
Safety equipment. No driver will be dlowed to compete with out this equipment in place and in good
working order and appearance.

1.) Full racing suit that meets or exceeds SFI 3.2 A/1 specs.

2.) Full face hdmet w/shield that meets or exceeds Snell 2000 ratings M or SA permitted.

3.) SHI rated neck collar.

4.) SFl rated racing shoes.

5.) SFl rated gloves.

Chest protectors recommended



CONDUCT AND BEHAVIOR

Kart owner, crew and driver will be responsible for the conduct of the team's actions. Remember, thisis
afamily oriented sport and is designed to race and have fun. Sportsman like conduct will be aredlity.
Wewill not alow any participant to "BUMP-SLAM-PUSH or anything that will harm another driver or

Spectator.” If you play rough, you will not play.

The flagman will run the race. It will be his decison to make a cdl asto conduct on the track while
racing. He will be backed up. All drivers will obey the flag that is displayed to you. If for any reason you
should stop on the track while racing, you will be expected to put both handsin the air to sgnd fellow
drivers you have a problem.

1. The driver/parent/guardian is responsible for the actions and words of his owner and pit crew in dl
respects. The driver/parent/guardian shall be the sole spokesperson for his’her car owner and its crew in
any and dl matters, and must talk with the track officids in charge regarding their conduct and behavior.

2. Therewill be no harassments of officids, safety crews, ambulance crews or other members. All
members and their crews are expected to conduct themsalves as professonas and reflect it in dll
actions, words and appearance.

3. All persona property brought to the speedway by ateam must be removed with them when they
leave. Examples: tires, race car parts, used oil, etc.

LICENSING

All drivers at Seekonk Speedway must have avalid competition license. Age limits are 8 to adult check
divison. A minor release form signed by al parents or court appointed guardians must be submitted for
compstition license of dl minors. The Race director may pendize, suspend and/or revoke a
competitor’s license for any period of timeif the member has violated or attempted to

BUMPERS AND NERF BARS ARE A MUST

Rear bumpers are to be wide enough to cover half the width of the rear tires. Side nerf bars double bar
or speedway bars to run pardld with no more than 1" from outside of front and reer tire.

Only approved seats will be allowed. Back of top edge of seat must not exceed center of rear axle.
Nothing on kart will be below 3/4" off the racing surface.

CHAMP Karts- SAFETY Bets must be approved 5Spoint.

Arm restraints must be used in dl Champ Karts.

First time racers will have ared or yellow stripe on helmet or bumper for the first 4 weeks. Strictly for
their safety.

Number of kartswill be determined by kart count in each class. We will run A and B mainsif
necessary.

PRETECH ITEMS TO BE CHECKED

* All steering components will be safety wired or cotter pinned.

* All brake components are to be safety wired or cotter pinned. Brakes MUST work.

* Front spindle must be safety wired or cotter pinned.

* Rear axle outer ends must have snap rings on each side.

* All add on weight will be painted white. Attached by at least a5/16 bolt single or double nut, drilled
and cotter pinned or safety wired.

* No bugle pipes alowed due to the possible burns to fellow competitors.

All other pipes will meet spec rules with RLV muffler.

* Stock dasseswill run stock RLV mufflers.

* Modified dasses will run the RLV modified muffler if they wish.

* Every motor will have a proper chain guard.

* All safety items on the kart will be (pre-teched)

* No home made karts will be dlowed.

* A dicker or some form of ID will be placed on the kart beforeit is alowed on the track.



FLAG RULES

1) Green - Start of race

2) Ydlow - Soowdown, do not pass, problem on track

3) Red — Stop and shut off motor

4) Blue— Sgndsyou are being lgpped

5) Black — Y ou have amechanicd infraction or rough riding

6) White— One lap to go

7) Checkered — Race is over return to pits

8) Cross Flags— Raceis at hdfway point

9) Black — Will wave if amechanicd infraction is seen on kart

10) Black — Will be pointed a you for rough riding twice before being waved for you to leave the track
11) If the race goes ydlow, you will have 2 lapsto repair and return to the race.
12) If anything in the flag rules changes, you will betold & the driver's meeting.
